Accordion Book
Westing Game by Ellen Raskin
Directions:

1. You will need one large piece of construction paper to make the accordion book. 

2. Fold the paper in half (hamburger) and cut it in half along the crease.

3. Connect the two halves by taping the short ends together.

4. Starting at one short end, fold every 4" backwards and forwards like an accordion. You should now have six equal sections.

5. The section descriptors are below:

· The cover section should include the title, author, and illustration for the selection being studied
· page 1—name of chapter assigned and 3-sentence summary of the chapter with TAG
· page 2—pictrure of an event mentioned in your 3-sentence summary

· page 3—Clues or red herring in this chapter 
· page 4—Pictures of one or more of the clues/red herrings
· page 5—character name and picture of a key character from chapter

· page 6—Lift line that show direct/indirect characterization about character and then bullet point 4 traits about the character
· page 7—at least three direct lines from the text labeled with the type of figurative language used

· page 8 and 9—key words, symbols, pictures, etc. from the chapter

· page 10—most important detail from the chapter (in your opinion) with picture
· Write your name, date, and hour on the back of the last section
